FACTORY REAR BAR REMOVAL 
 
1. Being that the EIBACH rear A/R bar is adjustable, 

it will be necessary to follow all of the steps listed 
below. If you are installing the EIBACH rear bar 
on a car with no factory rear bar please go to 
REAR BAR INSTALLATION 

 
2. After the vehicle is safely supported on stands or a 

hoist, locate and remove the bolts connecting the 
end link to the strut assembly.  Remove the four 
13mm bolts fastening the A/R bar to the sub 
frame, and remove the bar.  None of this hardware 
will be reused.

B) Full Rear / Firmest Setting. 

 Reduces under-steer 

 Use on dry roads and tracks. 

 Use on smooth roads and tracks. 

 Not recommended for wet/slick roads 
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
